Skydivers get unique chance to jump from a B-25 bomber
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June 2, 2011 - Skydivers from all over Texas swarmed to Skydive Dallas, located south of

Whitewright, on Thursday afternoon, May 26, to watch a B-25 bomber from the Confederate Air
Force fly over.
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The event was originally planned for the plane to land at Skydive Dallas, allow time for people to
tour it and parachutists could pay to be dropped from the bomb hole, but Tuesday night heavy
rains caused a change in plans.
